2.  What did you find meaningful about the Confirmation year?  Tell us who your mentor is 
and what those meetings have been like for you this year.  Do you need ideas about how to thank 
your mentors?  (Ideas:  small gift such as a plant or book, or something you know they like after 
getting to know them this year.  A thoughtful, hand written thank you card can be a lovely gift 
in itself!) 
 
 
 
 
 
3.  Can you tell us something you learned or found interesting about the United Methodist 
Church? (hints might be John Wesley, Youth Jam, UMC social principals, mission work they did 
at Epworth Euclid.)  
 
 
 
 
 
4.  Where do you see God moving in your life? (i.e. Can prod kids by asking about prayer life, 
Sunday school experiences, family relationships or friendships/school...)  Are there topics about 
life or God that you’d like to learn more about as you move into high school Sunday school and 
youth group?  (i.e. spiritual practices such as prayer, Bible study, fellowship needs, dealing with 
parents or friends, living in a pluralistic world with many different faith traditions, etc.)
